Notes on the Notes — This morning, we are pleased to have Ms.
Kathleen Hilliard playing a voluntary and the doxology for both
eucharists. Katie’s position at Christ Church is made possible in
part by the Boney Memorial Choral Scholar endowment. At Christ
Church, Katie serves as a choral scholar, assists with the Christ
Church Chorister program, and occasionally directs the choir, in
addition to studying service playing at the organ. Katie will be
playing “Elegy” by Sir William Walton (1902-1983), an engaging,
lyrical work that demands subtle dynamic contrasts and registration
changes from the organist.

The Opening Voluntary is a “Slow Air” by Herbert Howells
(1892-1983) in an arrangement by Robin Wells. The work was
originally composed in 1928 for the Associated Board of the Royal
Schools of Music as an examination to achieve the level of “Violin
Intermediate.” An early work of the composer intended for a bud-
ding performer, this piece doesn’t venture too far into the realm of
Howells’s extended harmonies, but, we might say, he treads the
verge of Jordan.

The Offertory Anthem is “God so loved the world” from The
Crucifixion of Sir John Stainer (1840-1901). Stainer was organist
at Magdalen College, Oxford, and St. Paul’s Cathedral London.
Forced to retire due to failing eyesight, Stainer returned to Oxford
and became a University professor. While many of his works have
been largely forgotten, Stainer’s The Crucifixion has not, and this
movement is easily the most well-known of the twenty-movement
oratorio.

This morning’s Closing Voluntary is a setting of Cwm Rhondda,
the Welsh tune of our Hymn in Procession, “God of grace and God
of glory” by renowned Lutheran composer Paul Manz (1919-2009).
A sprightly ritornello reminiscent of Handel’s “Hallelujah Chorus”
accompanies the chorale melody, played on the fanfare trumpet stop.
